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some of those mobile home parks at a lower cost because they
can't afford to live anywhere else. They have to live
there. There are mobile home parks that are probably more
expensive. They are not living there because they can't
afford it. I think that this 1s a good reason, in itself,
to i1ndefinitely postpone this bill.

PRESIDENT: Senator Simpson, for what purpose do you arise?

SENATOR SIMPSON: Mr. President, a question; I guess, of
Senator Mills.

PRESIDENT: Would you direct it to the chair?

SENATOR SIMPSON: Yes. All right. It might be a little
argumentative. I will state it to you.

PRESIDENT: State 1t, to use the old-fashioned phrase,
succinctly.

SENATOR SIMPSON: Do you think it 1is unfortunate that a
kill motion be put on a bill without the introducer being
allowed to speak on the motion? I have not been allowed
to speak on the motion. The debate has been cut off and
it was my bill and I feel this is unfortunate. I had my
light on and we never got to me.

PRESIDENT: Senator Simpson, that is true. Your name was
here. Debate was cut off. I think that is unfortunate

from the parliamentary standpoint and you are the introducer
of the bill and you did not get...but you did get to answer
some questions but debate has ceased and there is clesing

so your question 1s out of order, even though your pcint

may be well made. Record your vote. Have you voted?
Record, Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: The vote is tied, Mr. President. 18 ayes, 15 nays.
PRESIDENT: Senator Mills.
SENATOR MILLS: Mr., President, I ask a Call of the Hcouse.

PRESIDENT: How do you like that tle breaker? The question
is...0h, that is right. The vote has been reported. The
chair...that 1s a motion to kill. The chalir votes...sir.
Senator Savage, did you wish tc be recognized?

SENATOR SAVAGE: The vote has already been announced, Mr.
President, and...

PRESIDENT: Yes, that is what I said.
SENATOR SAVAGE: ...it is out of order, I think.

PRESIDENT: So, we are not under Call. The chair votes
nay. Senator Simpson.

SENATOR SIMPSON: Now, Mr. President, and I am not going to
come up there and kiss you but the bill is still alive. I
know you would think it was offensive but I would ask that
we bracket the bill. It is unfortunate that I didn't catch
it sooner that we even brought it up and wasted time this
morning on this bill, whether it remained alive or died,
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
