Vote it up or down. Senator Skarda I1s right up, it's Jjust
a waste of time. You just keep delaying declsions <hat you
ought to make today.

PRESIDENT: Senator Clark.

SZNATOR CLARK: Mr. President, members. I don't know how
many times we're golng to have to delay a bill. The bill
is5 good or it's bad. Let's vote the thing in or out, what-
ever 1t's going to be.

PRESIDENT: The question 1s shall the bill be bracketed
until February 11. Record your vote. Have you voted?
Record. Did you want to be recognizes, Senator Stoney?

SENATOR STONEY: Mr. Chairman, 1s everyocne in thelr seat
at the present time?
