I think that perhaps it would take more time to review
this in depth, so those people who would like to meet with
the engineers after the formal briefing would have the rest
of the afternoon, or whatever time they could spare, to
meet with those. I think these gentlemen will be here a
day la te r even.

We hope that everyone who has an interest in this will be
able to be present at 1 o' clock on Wednesday afternoon.
