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I'm sure we should have a lot of interest in this bill.
If you will open your book. I think it would be easier
if we started out ... and I would show you where the
changes are in your green copy as to what the Committee
amendments really do and how they change the original bill,
that would be my theory.

PRESIDENT: Well, Senator, you have the floor. You pro­
ceed in any way that will instruct the body in an effec­
tive manner.

SENATOR KENNEDY: In order to clarify what the Committee
amendments really do, because I think they are a little
bit complicated, I would like to ask you to go to your
green copy, on page 3, on line 7, after "license positions"
we have added "anesthesists administered by registered
nurses acting as anesthesists". This would be the one
amendment. That's so that we would be sure we clarified
that particular language. Then on page 4 line 13, we
are striking the words "w1thin the State of Nebxaska".
If anyone wants to do this as we go through....

PRESIDENT: Senator Kennedy.

SENATOR KENNEDY: Yes.

PRESIDENT: Our rules do provide that the Clerk can read
evex y section. I' ve Just had a request that you, as
Committee Chairman, read each Section of the amendments
and explain them, commenc1ng with the first one.

SENATOR KENNEDY: Alright. Well if we go back to the
Committee amendments, on page 3 line 7, after "physicians"
insert "anesthesists administered by registered nurses act­
ing as anesthesists". Then on page 4 line 13 stx 1ke "within
the State of Nebraska". Then 1n line 18 str1ke "within the
state". Are you on the green copy2 The Committee amend­
ments, of course, are printed in the front of the green copy,
in the little sheet. Alright. We' re now on page 5 line 21
and 22 strike "within the State of Nebraska". In line 26
strike "in this state".

PRESIDENT: Senator Kennedy, there's been another request
that you explain that as you go, what do they mean.

SENATOR KENNEDY: Alright. We are taking.... If we go
back to where we' re striking "the State of Nebraska", we
are using someone that 1s familiar on the panel in the
profession that would be 1n similar practice in a similar
location, like we wouldn't say that they would be used to
using the most high class facilities in Omaha or ..., but
1f they were in Norfolk they would be using a similar....
So we are striking "within the State of Nebraska" because
of our state.... We could probably say that we would be
in the Yankton area, close to another state. We could use
anyone from the neighboring state that might serve. So we
are striking the words "State of Nebx aska" out of there.
That would be t r ue on page 4 and page 5.
