It
does not provide authority to implement any of the federal
rules and regulations only those that are embodied in this
bill and secondly because there was some concern and justifi-
ably so, apparently, about the cost of the bill and the fact
that perhaps the federal government may fund the bill. The
other part of the amendment provides that if federal funds
become availlable where the administration of the pesticide
laws 1n thils state, such funds shall be used prior to the
expenditure of any funds apprepriated to carry out the pro-
visions of this act. I hope that meets the objections that
might have rise from anybody in this body or out of it and

I move the adoption of the amendment.
