As far as the budget bill is concerned, also on Monday
there will be a book in each of your offices which de­
tails the budget in all respects.

All those in favor of' the motion to suspend
the rules to introduce bills please vote aye, opposed
vote no. The motion is to suspend the rules for the
introduction of three bills. Have you all voted'? The
Clerk will record.
