They decided
they wanted to bulld a public safety training center and
found out late 1In the session and we had to suspend the
rules as you remember to get thils introduced because of
some technicallties in the deed. The purpose of this is
for the city to bulld a training center that would conslst
of a smoke house, drill tower, fire plits, masks, alr mask
search and rescue procedures, ventilation, and a number of
bulldings to have classes and everything like that. It is
strongly endorsed by the Norfolk firefighters and the

local volunteer firemen, Technical Community College,

EMT, Northern Nebraska EMT Assoclation, lots of volunteer
fire departments in the surroundling area, Police Chief, the
Troop B of the Nebraska Highway Patrol who the police and
the fire Troop B will be using it for some facllitles that
they can use in their tralning. This bill would modify a
law that was in 1969 cn a designated tract of land in
Norfolk to be used as an opportunity center. They no
longer need the opportunlity center. They have one downtown
and there is no use for it. They decided this would be

the way to go. One bright spct that many of you might like.
There 1s no additlonal...use will not draw upon the sgeneral
fund but will be managed by local funds. Plans for the
land will be, as I stated, create a fire safety training
center that will be utilized for HNorfolk and the surrounding
communities. I ask for you to vote and move thils bill off
of General File to Select.
