It will give us the year Chat we
basically were asking for in the first plaoe, give us a
year to do some studying, come back and if we oan get some
legislation put in and still by changing Che date to August
fizst gives us the time foz Chat legislation to be put on
the books and with those thoughts in mind, why I support the
amendment.

SPEAKER NICHOL: Senator Fenger .

SENATOR FENGER: Thank you, Mr. Speaker. I, too, want to
commend Senator Vickers and Senator Wagner in their long
attempts to amend this bill in a satisfactory manner to
most people involved. Unlike what you may have heard,
the amendment doesn't deal with draftees. It doesn't even
deal with city annexation. The effect of the amendment as
I read it says that if two school boards can agree, totally
agree on boundary changes, property changes, that the state
will not deny that decision at the local level. My name is
on it because in my view that is not an unreasonable request.
