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him about their wages. I would urge for adoptlon of thils
resolution. I think that it fairly well speaks for ltself
in terms of what it proclaims and the recognition that it
offers.

SPEAKER NICHOL: Senator Marsh.

SENATOR MARSH: Thank you, Mr. Speaker, and members of thils
legislative body. I rise to strongly support the resolu-
tion. We indeed are deeply indebted to the professionals
who work with us. We appreclate the effort expended and
this 1s a very small way in which we can say thank you to
the professional secretaries.
