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lottery bill that it is such a great thing tc put onto
the property tax relief. At the most it could be $100
per property and that is Just a drop * n the c u c ke t t o
a lot of our people. To DeCamp's area where he talked
about $1400, a $100 relief that isn't really that much.
We' ve got to find some other ways so I feel that we are
actually cheating the property tax people by saying we
are going to give them some relief when it is such a
little bit. It doesn't amount to a hill of beans and
yet it will mean quit a bit to the State of Nebraska and
I think in this area we should go in the right direction
and I feel we have done that with the welfare now that we
have said that the state is going to pay for it and there
are other areas that we can do this. We have some
th'ngs in the Revenue Committee that we are working on
and I'm sure that we can do it so I am asking you to
advance the bill at the present time. Thank you.

You get
more money for your crops because you don't have to pay as
much rail freight as we do. Stand up there and say, we
can find it somewhere else, well I' ll tell you something,
Senator S i e ck , a h u n dred bucks her e and a h u ndred bucks
there amounts to a lot of money. I Just wanted to get up
here and I thank you for giving me the opportunity to say,
shame on you, Senator Sieck, for saying a hundred dollars
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
