SENATOR MARSH: Senator Nichol.

SPEAKER NICHOL: Madam President, it is a good question
and, frankly, the reason for it is that with the excep­
tion of the lottery bill we are through with the first
go-round of „ersonal priority bills. Now there still are
some committee priority bills that we have not touched
and also the Speaker's priority bills but we have with
the exception...and, of course, we have touched on the
lottery bill. With the exception of that one, all the other
bills have been handled at least once. Now not all of
them have advanced, but then we have touched them all
once. The other ouestion that you proposed as to why
I picked these particular bills, was that it?

SENATOR BEUTLER: Y e s , s i r .

SPEAKER NICHOL: The reason for picking these particular
bills was that, and I certainly don't support all of
them, but I thought in my mind that those were !.important
bills, not only from the standpoint of what the ladies
and gentlemen in the body wished to take up, b,t also
a few of them are bills that are timely inasmuch as they
should be passed this year or not at all. Now it is not
my, of course, stance to say whether these bills should
or shouldn't be passed, and there are others that are
important to otharpeople, but these are the ones so far
at least that I thought we should be taking up this year.
