board sets up, if it doesn't work, they can change it

any tine they wish. The thing we are asking for though

is for the school boards to have the say as to how the
conduct is dealt with in their schools.” The outconme cannot
be changed says Senator Chanbers. That is absolutely
wong. What the school board sets up they can change, and
we are giving themthe authority to do or not to do, what-
ever they feel is necessary in the control of their school s.
Now t he school admi nistrators cannot change it once the
school board sets it up. That part is all right. That
part is fine because that is what we don't want, for exanple,
the school adm nistrators changing the board of education.
But what the board of education is doing is giving them
three sets of guidelines, one of which is a mandatory
sentence for a mandatory...for an infraction, for a speci-
fic infraction rather so that if you bring a | oaded gun
into the school, that the student knows is going to be
expul sion 1f he gets caught with it.
