It is :he way the
introducers of this proposed legislat1on ough: to handle
this bill because, frankly, there ought to be some review
and that has been the argument over and over again on
every proposal we have ever had to exempt something from
taxes. I remember when LB 518 was passed by this Legis­
lature. It was going to bring in twenty thousand new
jobs and we are st111 wait1ng for those twenty thousand
new Jobs. Mhen somebody said, maybe w e ought t o h a v e a
sunset to review whether or not those twenty thousand
new Jobs come to this state, the introducers were very
smart, very wise. They said, no, no, no, we don't want
to review whether this does what we promise. In fact, we
j ust as soon you forget that we made the promise, and
that is exactly what the introducers of 560 are suggesting
here today. Thev ar suggesting that these creditswil l
bring thousands of ..ew jobs to the State of Nebraska and,
in fact, we all know that they won't make a nicke''s
worth of di": rence in terms of decisions that business
will make whether to come to this state or not. B t l i ke
always, we don't want to be antibusiness and so we say,
well, maybe we ought to give this sort of thing an oppor­
tunity to work.
