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PRESIDENT: In other words, the other one we will take up
first then will be instead of three days, seven days.

SENATOR NEWELL: Right, that is correct, and then the re­
mainder of the motion.

PRESIDENT: That is the portion you do not obJect to.
Senator Lamb.

SENATOR LAMB: If that is the way Senator Newell wants it~
we will certa1nly do it that way.

PRESIDENT: Very well, the question before the House then
is that portion of the amendment which strikes three days
for...prior to hearing 1n the legal newspaper and substitut­
ing seven days. Is there further discussion'? All those in
favor of that portion of the amendment vote aye, opposed
vote nay. We are vot1ng to change three days prior to the
hearing to seven days prior to the hearing on the Newell...
one part of the Newell, of the Lamb amendment. Have you
all voted? Please record your vote so we can expedite our
proceedings. The Clerk will record.

CLERK: 27 ayes, 0 nays, Mr. President, on adoption of Senator Lanb's
first amendment.

PRESIDENT: That portion of the amendment is adopted. Now
the remainder of...do I understand this, Senator Lamb, it
would be now published at least three times? Two times
instead of one time.

SENATOR LAMB: May I speak on that issue, Mr. President' ?

PRESIDENT: Go ahead, Senator Lamb.

SENATOR LAMB: Yes, all we are asking that...we have two
publications and we' re not talking about enriching the
newspapers, we are talking about informing the public.
This is a fairly important procedure you' re going thr"ugh
to notify people that their area is blighted, that certain
things are going to happen in the city and it is certainly
reasonable to have that 1n tne paper a couple of t'mes to
notify the people. I'm sure that there are a lot of people
that are going to be informed even after two times and I
ask you to adopt this amendment.

PRESIDENT: (Gavel.) The motion is to adopt the last por­
tion of the Lamb amendments which replaces one time with
two times on publication. Is there further discussion' ?
