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some state dollars in the Community Services Program.
That could have been done at any time incidentally.
It doesn't take this bill to have that done. It can
be done at any time. Whether it gets done or not is
something I don't know. It is not my intention to do
that but it could be done I suppose at any time. Now
Senator Cullan says he does not like the lnflexlblle
nature of this bill. Well this bill ia not very in­
flexibile if you read through it pretty carefully.
It simply says here are some of the responsibilities
of our nonprofit corporations known as Community
Services Programs which they and their local govern­
ing board c an choose to d o . The y c a n c h oose to d o
as they have been doing ln the past and if they choose
not to do and they choose not to do them I think that
is relatively flexible. Senator Cullan says we have
a proliferation of poverty csara. We have too many
people who are administrating or administering our
programs dealing with the poor. Obviously we' ve got
Food Stamp administrators and low income housing ad­
ministrators and welfare administrators and now we have
Community Action administrators and they are being paid
425,000 a year o r 43 0 , 0 00 a y e a r . Well, Senator Cullan,
425,000 a year or 430,000 a year ls still a lot cheaper
than the Judges that are administering the law ln the
State of Nebraska. Now the real truth ls we don't have
a lot of poverty caars in the state. We have worked
very carefully over the long pull to try to bring pro­
grams within comprehensive umbrellas so that we can
have programs carefully administered. The Department
of Public Welfare ln the State of Nebraska with the
passage of LB 522 last year and the passage of LB 604
this year, which I assume will happen ln the next couple
of day~ will be the basic umbrella agency and LB 490
continues lt as the basic umbrella agency for Community
Action Programs. But in the last analysis the state
umbrella agency ls still responsible to one person and
one person only, that ls the Unicameral, that is this
body. Without this bill that responsibility doesn' t
exist. With this bill lt exists. I ask for its ad­
vancement.
