Corrections we had to change that |anguage to say, "or such
other persons as may be charged with the adm nistrative
direction of jail," that sort of thing. So rather than
debate the bill twice | woul d suggest, in particul ar because
there are no armendnents up anyway, that you sinply adopt the
committee amendments and then let the sponsors of the bill

describe to you in detail what the bill does and then we
wi Il have one debat%on the bill instead of two. So with
that, | would nove the adoption of the conmttee anendnents.
