The amendment requires the affirmation to
be made that the affirmation goes to the lowest price in any
other state on the filing date which is the 15th day of
every month. There was no opposition to the technical
change and brandy was removed because it was a wine
derivative. The need for the technical amendment, the
federal court decision has cast a cloud on the present law
as it is written in Nebraska because it locks in prices in
other states for 45 days. Under bill supplier...under the
bill a supplier could change the prices in the other states
after the filing date. 1In case you are interested, a number
of other states having the affirmation...well, I don't have
it exactly, in '75 it was 31 other states.
