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because the costs were unpredictable." And that is exactly
what we are talking about. That is the services that the
counties are still going to pay for. Then in 624 Governor
Kerrey saw that the state could not afford an immediate
takeover of the Me dicaid, t h e e mergency as sistance,
catastrophic illness and general assistance. The total cost
of these programs in 1983 was $22 million. LB 604 provided
a four-year takeover of Medicare...Nedicaid only and left
all other programs to be financed as they were prior to
LB 522 in 1982. Thus the counties pay the full cost of
general a s s i s t a nc e i n c lu d i n g t h e med i c a l l y i nd i g e n t p o rt i on ,
share of the cos t of cat astrophic il lness program,
50 percent federal and 25 percent state and 25 percent
county and share the cost of the emergency assistance with
the federal government. So this is a bunch of baloney that
we have broken our promises or the counties have because
there was no promise made when this whole thing started.
And I think it is ridiculous that Senator Johnson now wants
to turn the whole thing back to the counties. It might not
have been such a bad idea, at least we had some control over
i t t h e n .
