Mr. Speaker and me mbers of the
Legislature, this amendment to the committee amendment first
of all makes a small adjustment in the fee section which we
failed to pick up in the committee amendment so it is
technical in that regard. The other portion of it that came
from the Judiciary Committee is a provision that came from
the hearing on this bill. The Department of Social Services
had a problem with regard to the awarding of the care of
juveniles. A pparently they do not have standing in the
court to discuss the care of particular juveniles and
sometimes these juveniles were assigned to them so if the
juveniles were going to be assigned to them then it made
sense that they should have standing in the court to file
motions and to deal with the problem. And so this specific
amendment is, I think, noncontroversial and minor in nature.
It gives the Department of Social Services leeway, it gives
them standing in court to deal with this particular problem.
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
