SENATOR VICKERS: Mr. President and members, this resolution
introduced by Senator Marsh and myself is, as indicated by
the reading of the resolution by the Clerk, and for t h ose of
you that might not have heard it, it is on page 704 of the
Legislative Journal, is designed simply to set aside for one
day by th o se people who would be interested in doing i t a
day t o r ec og n i z e the impact that the t eachers of our
children in this state make on the quality of the people
that we have in the State of Nebraska, the quality of the
educational system, the quality of our economic system, and
the fact that we do have real dedicated people in that
profession. This asks that March 5th be declared teacher
recognition day and that we encourage citizens to recognize
the accomplishments and the efforts put forth by t h o se
teachers. That is what the resolution is about and I would
ask for the adoption of the resolution by the members of
this body. Thank you, Mr. President.
