SENATOR MARSH: The motion is to suspend the rules. Senator

It seems that since the introduction of this
bill, it has garnered much more attention and interest than
we had dreamed possible and because of that we think that it
is an issue worthy of an interim study and for that reason 1
fupport him in his withdrawal motion. Thank you.
