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it went to the reorganization committee, they c ould dec i d e
how the a f f i l i at i on w o u l d w o r k . But there was no mention of
merger. So this gives the reorganization committee the
additional authority if they do not feel that affiliation is
appropriate, then they can recommend merger, or merge them,
in fact. They are judge and jury, and have the final
decision. The other part of t hi s a mendment , y o u wi l l se e
the first few lines there, first six lines, modifies the
transportation in affiliated district. Yesterday Senator
Vard Johnson's amendment put transportation costs b ack i n
the affiliation procedure. Well, that clearly is unworkable
in some areas where there are long d istances , an d we a r e
talking from home to school transportation. H owever, t h e
point was brought up yesterday that the Class I's should be
responsible for tran sportation for e xtracur r i c u l a r
activities because clearly those high school students that
come from the Class I do participate in t hose ac t i v i t i e s ,
so, therefore, they should be responsible for their share of
those transportation costs. So this puts the transportation
costs for extracurricular activities in the formulas so that
the Class I's who have affiliated will share that cost. But
it does not provide for transportation from t he s t uden t ' s
home to the school. This would still be the responsibility
of the patrons, just as it is now in a Class I district, no
change in that area. So thoseare the two things that I'm
doing here in an effort to make t hi s b i l l some t h i n g t h a t
everyone can live with.
