SENATOR VICKERS: Mr. President and members, I rise to
. oppose the Warner amendment as well. On your desks you have

a handout that 1 just provided to you that indicates that if
we, as the bill says, want to go to no more than 45 percent
from the property taxes, it wouldn't take any more than or
much more than the $95 million that 505 talks about to get
very close to that figure this year. Now admittedly there
is an assuming, on the handout, of an additional cost each
year, one of them at 7 percent, one of them at 8.28 percent
increase. With the economy the way it is, I would suggest
to you that there may not be much of an increase in the
operational costs of our school districts simply because we
will not have the funds either from the property tax or the
state sources te provide those increases. The other thing
that I would like to point out to you very briefly is that
in the bill itself, Section 17, the language of the bill
says that from the time of passage of this legislative bill
the Legislature shall begin the process necessary to

accomplish the above stated goals. It does not tie our
hands. It does not say that we cannot in 1987 do whatever
is necessary to meet that goal. 1 don't think we need to

make that choice today. None of us can project exactly what
the economy is going to be doing at that point in time and 1
recognize the w:.sdom of Senator Warner. I recognize the
