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the President has been encouraging.

SPEAKER NICHOL: One minute.

SENATOR DECAMP: So, ladies and gentlemen, I think the
Reagan Admini s t r a t i o n wi l l en d up before Reagan is out of
office with a nuclear freeze negotiated. That is what they
are really seeking. That is what w e want . To t he deg r e e
that we can encourage them, I t h i nk w e sh ou l d . Why can
Reagan do it when maybe Carter couldn' t? To be real honest
with you , I t h i nk Carter , Car t er cou l d h ave br o u g h t
G orbachev bac k h er e i n ch a i ns a n d m arched hi m u p and d o w n
Pennsylvani a Avenue in front of the White House and they
would say, Carter is being soft on communism. By the same
token, Reagan can negotiate a nuclear freeze and the public
on both sides will acclaim him because of the perception of
him. He may be the only one that can get it negotiated and
that is where we are at and this is the point to send some
encouragement and that is all we a re do i ng . And w e a re n o t
repudiating the concept of peace through strength. You may
remember this was the first state in the United States to
s ponsor t h e "Peace Through S t r e n g th " c oncept . And I sup p o r t
it. In fact, I was a sponso: at that time along with a
number of other senators. We are not repudiating t hat .
W hat we ar e d o i n g is saying in the area of nuclear a rms we
want you to reduce them just l ike we a r e s a y i n g , l i k e you
are saying, and the first step, the absolute first step is
to quit increasing them, get that negotiated on a reasonable
basis b y b o t h si d e s w i t h ve r i f i ab i l i t y . T hat i s w ha t w e a r e
asking. I ask you to support it and I would ask for a call
o f t h e h o u s e .
