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When he came for the professor I was not a pr ofessor so I
did not worry and when Hitler came for me there was no one
left to defend me. Ladies and gentlemen, the same thing can
happen today and i s happening and because we l i v e t h ousands
of miles away we disregard i t . I t hi nk t hat we should
reconsider the resolution. It is not a disrespect to the
President. It is because we respect the President and we
respect th e p r e s i dency.
