1 may also point
out that over the short period of time, since General File
to Select File, that it has come to my attention that there
has been some instances invclving some of the railroads
across this state and some of the emergency personnel
attempting to get information as far as hazardous materijals
are concerned. So the issue is a viable issue. I invite
anybody that is interested to work with us over the interim,
and hopefully by next January we will be able to deal with
this subject and LB 457 will be at the appropriate place to

deal with it. So with that, 1 would ask to bracket LB 457
until January of '86.

SPEAKER NICHOL: The question is, shall LB 457 be bracketed?
All those in favor vote aye, opposed nay. Have you all
voted on the bracketing motion? Record, Mr. Clerk, please.

CLERK: 29 ayes, 0 nays on Senator Vickers' motion to
bracket the bill, Mr. President.
