C o p i e s o f t he resolu t i o n wi l l b e p r ese n t e d t o h i s
wife, Betty, to the Lexington Volunteer Fire Department, of
which he was an active member for approximately 40 years,
a nd a l so t o t he Ne br a s k a State Volunteer Firefighters
Association convening in Grand Island for the a nnual s t a t e
fire school this weekend. I would urge the body to vote for
