SENATOR BEUTLER: Mr . S pe a k e r , members of the Legislature, I
d on' t k n o w when fair is fair, but certainly we' re p r e t t y
close to the point when fair is fair. W e' ve had tw o d e b a t e s
t hi s mor n i n g o n es s e n t i al l y the same question and we can
come b a c k a n d d eb a t e r u l e s again . Th at i s ce r t a i nl y a
possib i l i t y , bu t Joh n i . . be i ng very t e nac i o u s t od a y and
t hat ' s h i s r igh t a n d p r i v i l eg e, b ut I t h i n k w e shou l d al l
understand that tenacity is also a two-way s t r e e t and you
are now in a position where you' re opening the rules up t o
all kinds of amendments again and this c an go on an d o n a n d
on. And probably given the level of debate, it wil l go on
and on an d o n . Th er e h as b e e n a f ai r shot taken. I think
w e need t o ge t on and m o v e on with all the other business
that we have this session and we all know t hat it is
overwhelming the way it zs. So, I w o u l d l i k e t o ur ge yo u t o
reject this, to adopt the permanent rules and to move on to
other discussions. Again, I r emind y ou , a s w e work i n t he
summer and t h e f a l l on t h z s w h o l e p r ob l e m , i f you don ' t l i ke
it, come January next year, you can walk in here and vote it
all away with 25 votes. You can vote it all away. You can
h ave th e s ame v o t e x n J a n u a r y that we' re having today after
you look at the final form of everything and d oesn' t t ha t
make more sense than going on and on a nd o n t oday and
tomorrow and the next day? T hank you .

PRESIDENT: Sen a t o r D e Camp.

SENATOR DECAMP: Mr. President, I have no int ention of
offering any other amendments this year to the r ules . I
don' t k now about anybody else, but tenacious I m ay be , b ut
delaying I am not a nd never have been xn all the time I' ve
been he r e . Th at ' s one t h i ng . I ask unanimous consent to
withdraw the motion and, indeed, I suggest all of you give
strong considerations to whether you do in fact want t o g o
ahead with thxs new plan and do really examine as to whether
