I j u st
thought as long as that senator wants to stay here, I would
take this time to see to it that we do stay here. When I
asked for a call of the house, that, of course, was defeated
and I haven't seen that happen very often e ther. I just
want yo u t o k no w I wa s not real strong against th i s b i l l ,
although there are things about it I do not l i k e and I wi l l
probably have some amendments for i t o n S el e c t Fi l e . Bu t
when I perceive senators acting in a di s c o u r t e ou s w ay , i n a
way that they don't normally act, t hen I f e el t h at I am
going to have to fight fire with fire and do the same thing.
Some senators become chairmen of committees that becomes
somewhat of an egomaniac type of personality. Just i n t h e
l ast f e w da ys I h ave h ea r d about that same senator whom
lobbyists have come to me and sai d , you kn ow , w e ha d a n
agreement with that Chairman l as t yea r and so f ar two
different lobbyists said after they had been blackmailed to
l et h i s b i l l go t h r ou gh and he had ma d e a g r e ements with
them, this year he h as double-crossed t hem. So I j u s t
thought I would like to take this time to tell the body that
any time you want to treat Marge Higgin differently than
y ou do t he ot he r 48 sen at o r " . and y o u h av e a bu nch of
croni es , a l i t t l e co al i t i o n he r e t hat dec i d e s t h e y wi l l vo t e
together, I am going to stand alone and I am going to fight
them. I am not af raid of these large coalitions. I t i s
ironic to me that people that used to refer to t he Thone
c lones h a v e n o w b e c o me a k i d d i e c o a l i t i on . The v ery t h i ng s
they ob>ected to tho s= ten Re publicans d o in g , they
themselve a r e doing t oday . I wi 11 wi t h dr aw my motion now
t o i n d e f i n i t e l y po s t po n e t he b i l l . I just wanted to make my
point, Mr. President, and I h o pe t he z. e s t o f t he b od y
unders t and s e xact l y how I f ee l . I t h i n k i t wa s f ai r l y
d iscou r t e o u s. T han k y ou .
