Those six
names were taken three from each s i d e , Se n ators Con way,
DeCamp and Vard J o h nson, and N i c h ol , a n d Sco f i e l d , and
V ickers . I i ndi c at e d to Senator Nichol that I didn' t
certainly have any objection to those six names, but that I
couldn't speak for the Executive Board, but that I would be
glad to recommend to the Executive Board that these six
names be a ppointed as f ar as t h e l egi sl at i v e h a lf o f the
appointments were concerned; then the Governor , of course,
and, as I understand it, the Governor has agreed to appoint
six people a l s o. So, if that seems to please the body,
there will be no formal motion on the floor to that effect,
but that would be the general intent of those interested in
the resolution and i n the study committee. Pending
Executive Board approval, that would be what would be done.
With regard to the specific amendment that I have before you
right now, it has to do with approving a pos s i b l e d e f i c i t
appropriation for funding of re se ar c h he l p on this
particular proposition. S enator Scofield indicates to me
that she doesn't think it is necessary for us to formally do
that because she thinks it is the consensus of the body that
they would approve whatever re s e a rch help is needed on this
particular item. I would indicate to you that it would
probably be my intention right now to recommend to the Exec
Board that we hire outside legal counsel to deal with this
matter because I think, by and large, the questions that
