S ENATOR LABEDZ: . . . by bus in e ss organizations and, let' s
see, I t hi n k t h er e i s a l s o one he r e Channel 7 d i d a c a l l i n
poll with over 1,110 responses, 76 percent said yes , and
24 percent said no. The people of the State of Nebraska
want a s tatewide lottery. The c ommission that I am
suggesting, I w o ul d l i k e t o e x p l a i n th a t t o yo u i n de t a i l , I
don' t h av e t he t i m e. I t r i ed t o g i ve you as much
information in the summary that I passed out to you the
other day, but in some cases even a summary is difficult to
understand. I think it only fair and proper that because of
the high percentage of people in this state that are asking
for a statewide lottery, whether it be a ticket lottery or a
video machine lo t t e r y , I st i l l t hi nk that we should fair to
the people of this state, since I cannot get my bill out of
committee, to at least give me the chance to explain LB 1021
to you as an amendment to LB 144. I urge you not to adopt
the motion to indefinitely postpone LB 144.
