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committee amendments and the bill when the committee
amendments, if you look at the committee amendments, they
make changes on page 3, page 5, page 6, page 10, 11, 12, 15.
They insert new sections. I mean, the committee amendments
run through most of the bill. 1 don't see how you can say
that it's germane to the bill, but it's not germane to the
committee amendments. I think Senator Schmit has basically
conceded that this amendment is germane to the subject
matter of the bill and that the Chair should be overruled on
that issue. Thank you.

SENATOR CARSTEN: The question is, shall the Chair be
overruled? All those in favor of overruling the Chair will

vote aye, those opposed will vote no. Have you all voted?
Record, Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: 4 ayes, 17 nays, Mr. President, on the motion to
overrule the Chair.

SENATOR CARSTEN: The Chair is not overruled. The Chair
would apologize for pushing his button, he shouldn't have,
he made an error. I apologize for that. We're back to the
committee amendments. Senator Chambers, did you want to
speak to the committee amendments to the bill?

SENATOR CHAMBERS: (Response inaudible.)

SENATOR CARSTEN: Senator Schmit, do you want anything more
on the committee amendments?

SENATOR SCHMIT: (Response inaudible.)

SENATOR CARSTEN: The question is then, shall the committee
amendments be adopted?
