I t go t a
lot of attention. That was Initiative 300. I n 19 8 0 n o n e ;
1978 h ad t h r e e ; 19 76 we r e no n e ; 1974 one . And t h en b ef o r e
that we g o b a c k t o 19 6 6 wh e re w e h a d o n e . S o there , w ha t d o
we have, about seven, yes, seven in the last 20 years. That
is not overdoing it. That is not a problem at all as far as
I can s ee . The y a re not . . . w e a r e not putting so many issues
on th e b al l o t t hat i t i s co nf u s i ng p e o p le . And as f ar as
the difficulty in getting 5 percent, I wou l d s ub mit t h at
that is no easy task, that is no easy task.
