Today, and tomorrow, and
whatever, we will be on General File and Select File in the
mornings. We have several bills that we should certainly
handle, if at all possible. But the budget is the mainstay, and
specifically the law says we've got to do it before we go home.
Se we will be working as long and as hard as necessary. I would
anticipate beginning today that our work days will be somewhat
longer. For those of you that are consistently interested in
adjournment time, I would be 1looking at something like
six-thirty, perhaps seven o'clock this evening. It is up to you
as to how long you want to work, but that is what I'm looking at
right now. We've had a very, very productive session up to this
point, thanks to you people. I would ask for your continued
support and your continued goodwill, and above all, I would ask
