just talk about meeting Nebraskansl needs, a system of

government that is efficient, flexible and focused. We will
draw on au:r courage to create a fundamental new way of governing
that is permanent, that won"t end with a change in

administration, or with the influence of any one individual or
group. We will draw on our courage to create government true to
the Tfederalist system initiated by our founding fathers, a
system Americans believe in, a system based on good common
sense, on fairness and on opportunity. This will be our legacy.
As your Governor, | pledge to uphold the trust Neb askans have
placed in me to continue making government responsible and
responsive. And now 1 ask you, Mr. Speaker, members of the
Legislature and my fellow Nebraskans, to join in this commitment
to change, rational change toward making the good life of
Nebraska even better! Thank you very much. (Applause.)
