CLERK: 25 ayes, 4 nays, Mr. President, on the advancement of
LB 369.
SPEAKER WITHEM: LB 369 advances. LB 369A.
CLERK: LB 369A by Senator Wickersham. (Read title.)
SPEAKER WITHEM: Senator Wickersham.
SENATOR WICKERSHAM: Thank you, Mr. President. This is simply
the A bill which conforms the fiscal note* for the $8,000 
expenditure and then there is an additional $312 that is a 
possible expenditure.
SPEAKER WITHEM: Thank you, Senator Wickersham. Additional
debate. Closing, Senator Wickersham? Closing is waived. 
Question is, shall LB 369A be advanced? All in favor vote aye, 
opposed vote nay.
SPEAKER WITHEM: Record.
CLERK: 27 ayes, 2 nays, Mr. President, on the advancement of
LB 369A.
SPEAKER WITHEM: LB 369A advances. LB 121.
CLERK: Mr. President, 121. (Read title.) The bill was
introduced on January 6 of this year. At that time referred to 
the Health and Human Services Committee. The bill was advanced 
to General File.
