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that paragraph from which I read it is bracketed I think by 
Senator Abboud, so we'll pay attention to it, doesn't tell us 
anything. It raises more questions. What misperception was 
alleged to exist and would this from the auditor be taken to 
mean that if there was a criticism from somebody who was not 
disgruntled that that criticism is valid and the only things he 
dealt with was what he would call misperceptions. Again, the 
auditor is very arcane and abstruse in presenting what he gives 
to us. Mr. Speaker, it is almost tempting to talk about "ole" 
hypotenuse, when...whenever you say abstruse or something that 
rhymes with it, but I won't do that right now.
SPEAKER WITHEM: You have one minute left.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: But I was wondering if Senator Abboud would
get back, that's why I was trying to kind of stumble around here 
because I wanted to ask him a question about this letter, but he 
will come back, and at that time, I will ask him. He made a 
proposal to me which has some merit. I am not going to read it 
into the record. I am not going to tell him that I would 
support it, and even if it were adopted, I wouldn't support the 
bill because it still does not embrace everybody who would need 
to be given consideration. But in the same way that Senator 
Suttle offered the amendment which I'm discussing to try to 
address the problems, Senator Abboud's amendment is going in 
that direction. It is not an amendment yet but something that 
he's looking at is going in that direction, too. At this point, 
all I can say is that I'm totally opposed to the bill, and I 
wish there would be some discussion of Senator Suttle's 
proposal.
SPEAKER WITHEM: Time. Senator Suttle.
SENATOR SUTTLE: Yield my time to Senator Chambers.
SPEAKER WITHEM: Senator Chambers, you have five minutes.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Thank you, Senator Suttle. Members of the
Legislature, Senator Suttle not so subtly suggested by giving me 
the time that maybe I'm doing all right in discussing her
proposed amendment. I am going to touch on it again now since
she gave me the time.
