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I think, this is a substantive amendment that really, I think, 
improves the bill from everyone's point of view. 1, you know, 
am not committed to Senator Abboud or anyone else on how I'll 
vote in the final analysis on this bill, but, certainly, this 
amendment makes the bill much more palatable to me, and I would 
hope that we can take this amendment up at some time in the near 
future. Frankly, I think it's worthy of taking up this morning 
if that's possible, and I would encourage Senator Chambers or 
anyone else who has an amendment up there to allow this 
amendment to be substituted at some point, hopefully soon.
