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your light is on next.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: I will yield my time to Senator Beutler.
SPEAKER WITHEM: Senator Beutler, your light is on next anyway,
so you are recognized to speak.
SENATOR BEUTLER: Okay, Senator Withem, at this point in time,
since we are into the lunch hour, I will withdraw my amendment, 
and also the succeeding amendment for the moment.
SPEAKER WITHEM: The Beutler amendments are withdrawn.
Mr. Clerk, is there anything further on the bill.
CLERK: I have nothing further on the bill at this time,
Mr. President.
SPEAKER WITHEM: We are now then debating the motion to advance
LB 422. Senator Beutler, your light is on. Senator Matzke, 
yours is the last light on. Would you like to close on the 
motion to advance?
SENATOR MATZKE: Yes, thank you. Mr. Speaker and members of the
Legislature, we've had a very, very full and complete debate on 
this bill and many aspects of the aggravating and mitigating 
circumstances law. I would ask the body at this time to advance 
bill 422 to Select File.
SPEAKER WITHEM: You've heard the closing. The question before
the body is, should LB 422 be advanced to E & R Initial? All of 
those in favor vote aye, opposed vote nay. Record, Mr. Clerk.
CLERK: 27 ayes, 2 nays on the advancement of LB 422.
SPEAKER WITHEM: The bill is advanced. Mr. Clerk, do you have
items for the record?
CLERK: Mr. President, I do. I have a meeting, the Revenue
Committee will meet in Executive Session at 1:30 today in 
Room 1520. New A bill, 270A by Senator Kristensen. (Read for 
the first time by title.) Transportation reports (LB) 366, 
(LB) 368 indefinitely postponed. Judiciary Committee reports
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
