Opposed vote nay. Record, Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: 35 ayes, 1 nay, Mr. President, to dispense with Final
Reading.

SPEAKER WITHEM: Mr. Clerk, will you read the title.

CLERK: Mr. President, LB 720 by the Transportation Committee
and signed by its members. (Read title.)

SPEAKER WITHEM: All provisions of law relative to procedure
having been complied with, the question is, shall LB 720 pass
with the emergency clause attached? All in favor vote aye.
Opposed vote nay. Record.

CLERK: (Read record vote as seen on page 1166 of the
Legislative Journal.) 39 ayes, O nays, 4 present and not
voting, 6 excused and not voting, Mr. President.

SPEAKER  WITHEM: LB 720 passes with the emergency clause
attached. Final Reading for the day 1is hereby concluded then,
and we will turn to Legislative Resolutions. The agenda

contemplates that all resolutions, 94-98, on the agenda today
will be addressed collectively, meaning that each introducer
will be recognized to open on his or her resolution, and then,
at the conclusion of the openings, if anybody wishes to make
remarks about any of the resolutions, we"ll hear those remarks
and then we"ll take one vote on the entire package. With that,
Mr. Clerk, LR 84.
