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live there. 1 have been through it but 1 don*"t live there, but
I know there"s alot of drive-by shootings, gang activity in the
Omaha area. A lot of this is by people that are under the age

of 18. Rightnow in Nebraska., you have to be 18 to possess a
handgun, but Ildon"t see where people are being prosecuted for

illegal carrying of a handgun because they"re underage. So 1
don"t know what we do in these situations, and as far as
statistics, I1'm not talking statistics, and 1 think there"s a

lot of situations that"s happened out here, and 1 don"t know how
we can say one way or the other, "yes" or '"no", would this been

a factor. I think of the Candi Harms situation, when she was
abducted. Had she had a weapon in her purse or in her vehicle,
woulld it have happened? I don"t know. I don"t know that

anybody knows what happens in those situations, but | guess
these things come to my mind, and in talking to police officers
out there...

SPEAKER WITHEM: One minute.

SENATOR  SCHMITT: ...across the state, 1"ve talked to quite a
few of them, and just a rough estimate, 1°d say we"re probably
looking at maybe a 50-50 for and against. Also in a question
Senator Robinson had today, yes, some handguns can be wused in
hunting, Senator Robinson, as long as they“"re a larger caliber
than .357 or above. So with that, thank you.
