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provides that the employee file a set of fingerprints with
Nebraska State Patrol who shall use them for a criminal history
record check. The fingerprints will be transmitted to the
Federal Bureau of Investigation for a national criminal history
record check. The patrol will issue a report of the check to
the employee and to the employer. The cost will be paid by the
employee. The requirements of the bill apply to new employees
hired after the effective date of this bill. That is the
substance of the committee amendments. | urge their approval.
