CLERK: Senator, I had the first amendment filed by you with a
note you want to withdraw. It was a handwritten amendment.
SENATOR BEUTLER: Yes.
CLERK: Senator Beutler would o. er AM1725, Mr. President. (See
page 1666 of the Legislative Journal.)
SENATOR WESELY: Senator Beutler.
SENATOR BEUTLER: AM1725 simply makes it clear that the
authority of these federal officers would be limited to the 
enforcement of the game laws, as those laws appear in the 
various statutes related to Game and Parks. And that's all the 
amendment does, is to limit the authority.
SENATOR WESELY: The Chair recognizes Senator Chambers on the
amendment.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Mr. President, members of the Legislature, I
am very much opposed to federal officers being authorized to do 
anything pursuant to the laws of the state, but Senator Beutler 
seems to be crafting this particular bill in a very narrow way, 
so I have to ask him a question or two, just to be reassured.

SENATOR WESELY: Senator Beutler.
SENATOR BEUTLER: Yes.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Senator Beutler, I had testified against the
bill, I think before your committee referencing...with reference 
to what these Game and Parks officers could do. They would have 
enforcement powers equivalent to that of any law enforcement 
officer in the state within anywhere in the state. When we say 
that these guys are going to be limited to enforcing game laws, 
that means that they can enforce these laws anywhere in the 
state. Is that true?
SENATOR BEUTLER: Yes, Senator. I think that would have to be
true. I mean, they have road blocks to catch poachers and that 
sort of thing, so it wouldn't always be on the property of Game
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
