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SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: Time.
SENATOR KIEL: ...trying to receive care for what would be
considered physical illnesses in order to cover what are 
actually mental health problems. If you combine parity...
SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: Time.
SENATOR KIEL: ...with managed care access and means to assure
quality, care is the best. Am I...am I...has my time run?
SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: It is time, Senator.
SENATOR KIEL: Okay, I will come back.
SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: Senator Landis.
SENATOR LANDIS: Question.
SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: The question has been called. Do I see
five hands? I do. The question before the body is, shall 
debate cease? All those in favor vote aye; all those opposed 
vote nay. Have you all voted?
SENATOR ROBAK: Mr. Speaker, can I have a call of the house
please.
SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: There has been a request for a call of the
house. All of those...the question before the body is, shall 
the house go under call? All those in favor vote aye; all those 
opposed vote nay. Record, Mr. Clerk.
ASSISTANT CLERK: 19 ayes, 0 nays to go under call,
Mr. President.
SPEAKER KRISTENSEN: The house is under call. Would all
unauthorized personnel please leave the floor. Would all 
unexcused senators please return to the Chamber and record your 
presence. The house is under call. Senator Landis, would you 
accept call-in votes?
SENATOR LANDIS: Certainly would, Senator Kristensen.
