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LR 296?
SENATOR WEHRBEIN: Yes I will explain, I was a little caught
by surprise this morning on having the resolution coming up 
ahead of the bill, which is LB 1273. And so LB 1273 will have 
to pass before this resolution can take effect. Perhaps it was 
ahead of the cart in this case. But LB 1273 will be debated. I 
acknowledge 309 should be considered, and I will take those 
appropriate steps.
SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you. Senator Wehrbein. The question
before the body is, shall LR 296 be adopted? All in favor vote 
aye, opposed nay. Have you all voted who care to? Record,
Mr. Clerk.
CLERK: 31 ayes, 0 nays, Mr. President, on the motion to adopt
LR 296.
SENATOR CUDABACK: LR 296 is adopted. Mr. Clerk, you have
items for the record?
CLERK: I do, Mr. President, thank you. Your Committee on
Revenue reports LB 183, LB 365, LB 453, LB 502, LB 535, LB 657, 
LB 667, LB 677 and LB 1339, as indefinitely postponed; those 
reports signed by Senator Wickersham as Chair. That's all that 
I have, Mr. President. (Legislative Journal page 578.)
SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you, Mr. Clerk. Next agenda item.
CLERK: Mr. President, LB 74, a bill by Senator Chambers.
(Read title.) The bill was introduced in January of last year, 
referred to Transportation, referred back to the Legislature. 
The bill was discussed yesterday, Mr. President. I believe 
Senator Chambers opened on the bill; Senator Bromm opened on the 
committee amendments. I have committee amendments pending, in 
addition a secondary amendment to the bill.
SENATOR CUDABACK: Senator Chambers, would you like to fill us
in on where the bill is?
