SENATOR CUDABACK: Good afternoon and welcome to the George W.
Norris Legislative Chamber. The afternoon session of the 
fiftieth day is about to begin. Senators, please check in. 
Record, please, Mr. Clerk.
CLERK: I have a quorum present, Mr. President.
SENATOR CUDABACK: Mr. Clerk, items for the record.
CLERK: Mr. President, Enrollment and Review reports LB 1115,
LB 936, and LB 936A to Select File. That's all that I have, 
Mr. President. (Legislative Journal pages 1348-1349.)
SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you, Mr. Clerk. First agenda item.
CLERK: When we recessed, Senator Beutler was discussing AM3090
to LB 812. (Legislative Journal page 1345.)
SENATOR CUDABACK: Senator Beutler, would you like to give us
just a short recap of where we were on your amendment?
SENATOR BEUTLER: Senator Cudaback, thank you. The...a short
recap of the amendment would be basically to describe to you the 
central tenet of this particular amendment and it is that each 
public school district in the state would be required to have 
academic content standards that were the same as, or equal to, 
or exceed in rigor the model academic content standards adopted 
by the state board. So, without arguing the matter at this 
point, Senator, I would leave that as the opening description.
