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with a more thorough response after I've studied it. Thank you, 
Senator Landis.
SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you. Senator...were you finished,
Senator Landis?
SENATOR LANDIS: I am.
SENATOR CUDABACK: Senator Chambers, on your amendment.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Mr. President, members of the Legislature,
Senator Foley thinks he's so clever. He has raised the point 
several times, which he did today. Senator Foley, I'd like to 
ask you a question.
SENATOR CUDABACK: Would you yield, Senator Foley?
SENATOR FOLEY: Yes.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Have you heard me point out to you that the
bill which contained the language you're talking about was 
LB 38?
SENATOR FOLEY: Yes, you mentioned that.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Are you aware that that is a rewrite of the
entire criminal code?
SENATOR FOLEY: Yes, I think you made that point earlier.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: And it's your position that if I voted for
that rewrite that was an affirmative vote for everything in that 
code. That's the point you're making?
SENATOR FOLEY: Well, much to your credit, Senator Chambers, I
know that you read bills very, very carefully and have an eye 
toward certain language and when you find certain phrases and 
words that are objectionable to you, you're not bashful about 
challenging them.
SENATOR CHAMBERS: Senator Foley, I'm a practical politician and
