SENATOR N INES : Madam President, members, I introduce LB 365,
which would a l l ow Neb r a sk a c i t i es of t he se cond c l a ss and
v i l l a ge s t o adopt a s i ngl e o r di na n c e t o r ev i se muni c i pa l
ordinances in order to reflect changes that are m a d e by this
Legislature. The ordinances of many cities and villages contain
text that m irrors th e language of state statutes. When the
Legislature amends, repeals, or enacts laws, municipalities
obviously have to r evise their ordinances accordingly. Under
the current law, cities of the second class and villages are
authorized to adopt just one ordinance to revise all the
ordinances of the city or the village. T his is the procedure
used to adopt a new code book, as an example. However, if the
city or village wishes to make annual revisions of only those
o rd i n a n ce s o r c od e b oo k se c t i o n s a f f e ct ed b y t h e l eg i s l at i v e
changes, there doesn't appear to be a statutory authorization to
d o that with just one ordinance, so LB 365 would authorize t he
city council or village board to adopt statutory changes and
bring the municipality's ordinance or code book into conformance
with s t a t e l aw b y me a n s o f a s i ng l e or d i n a n c e . Th e t i t l e o f t he
ordinance would only need t o be stat ed, tha t the ordinance
revises those ordinances or code sections affected, or ena=ts
ordinances or code sections generated by th e leg islative
changes. It was in tended that this bill also apply to the 31
cities of the first class, as well as cities of the second class
and v i l l a g es , a n d I be l i eve t her e wi l l be an amen d ment t o
t hat . . . t o acco mp l i s h t hat . Wi t h t hat , I wou l d en c o u r age t h e
adopt i o n o f L B 36 5 .
