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nursing homes, that for the bathing units, that they can, you
know, put them in bath tubs hydraulically, and things like that.
And we have another company at the airport that refurbishes
airplanes, that is a pretty extensive operation that takes
private jets and brings them in and modifies them things. So
there are things that can happen out, I think more so today with
communications, with the Internet, and with the communication
that we have today, can take place in rural Nebraska more than
it ever has in the past. So I think there are things that we

could do. So, thank you. I will yield the rest of my time
back.

SENATOR CUDABACK: Thank you, Senator Kremer. There are no
further 1lights on. Senator Landis. Senator Landis, there you
are. I am sorry, there he is. You're recognized to <close on

the advancement of LB 608 to E & R Initial, if you care to.

SENATOR LANDIS: The Grateful Dead have an album that bears the
moniker: what a long strange road it's been. 1'd ask for the
advancement of LB 608.

SENATOR CUDABACK: You've heard the closing on advancement of
LB 608. All in favor of advancement of LB 608 to E & R Initial
vote aye, opposed nay. We're voting on the advancement of

LB 608 to E & R Initial. Have you all voted who wish to? Have
you all voted who care to? Record, please, Mr. Clerk.

CLERK: 39 ayes, 1 nay, Mr. President, on the advancement of
LB 608.

SENATOR CUDABACK: LB 608 does advance. Mr. Clerk, next agenda
item.

CLERK: Mr. President, LB 667, a bill by Senator Jensen. (Read
title.) The bill was introduced on January 22, referred to the
Health and Human Services Committee. The bill was advanced to
General File. I do have committee amendments, Mr. President.
