SENATOR JENSEN: Tha nk y ou, Nr. Speaker. M embers of the
Legislature, I have two technical amendments to bring you this
morning on LB 667. On General File, I called LB 667 a Health
and Conanunity (sic) Services Coaanittee clean-up bill. AN1127,
which is the first amendment, was brought to m e by the
Legislative Fiscal Office. It r elates to a part of the bill
dealing with Parkinson's disease registry. LB 667 requires that
the costs associated with the administration of the Parkinson' s
disease registry to be paid from cash funds, contract receipts,
gifts, and grants, and prohibits the use of General F unds f o r
the registry. AN1127 simply requires that any funds received by
the department for the payment of the r egistry costs be
deposited in the Department, Health a nd Hum a n Ser vices
Regulation and Licensure Cash Fund. I would simply ask for the
adoption of this amendment. Thank you, Nr. Speaker.
